Application Range Interior coniferous (pine) woods such as furniture, floors and porous stone. Limited suitability
for hardwoods. Not suitable for cabinet interiors or veneers.

Technical Qualities Water resistant, breathable, impregnating, very deeply penetrating, gas permeable. Accentuates
the natural wood grain. Easy to apply; no flaking or bubbling. German Industrial Norm (DIN)
53160 certified for color fastness when exposed to perspiration and saliva. Also DIN EN 71 Part
3 certified as suitable for toys.

Ingredients Lacquer linseed oil*, linseed*/stand oil/natural resin ester, orange peel oil*, isoaliphate,
linseed*/stand oil, lead free drying agents (*organically sourced)

Color Colorless to light honey (Gardner color index: approximately 9)
Dilution SVALOS Citrus Thinner No. 222

Application Method  Brush, spray, roll with solid rubber, dip (dilute with minimum 10% SVALOS Citrus Thinner No.
222), or use pouring machine. See below for details.

Coverage One undiluted liter (33.8 fl 0z) covers 9 to 14 m2 (97 to 150 ft?). Always depends on surface
condition and absorbency. Test coat recommended.

Drying Time First coat: 8 to 16 hours. Subsequent coats and “wet-in-wet” impregnation: approximately 16 to
24 hours, depending upon relative humidity and room temperature. Avoid drying delays by
providing good light and ventilation conditions.

Clean Up Clean equipment immediately after use with SVALOS Citrus Thinner No. 222.
Specific Gravity Approximately 0.84 g/ml (0.030 oz per fl 0z)
Important Tips Due to insufficient oxygen and light, cabinet interiors treated with products containing linseed

oil often experience drying delays, causing a lingering odor of linseed oil. More suitable for this
application are shellacs (LANDIS No. 703, BELOS No. 706) or GLEIVO Liquid Beeswax No.

Safety Notes
Always be sure to store cleaning rags, sponges, etc. that are still wet or even slightly moist with
MELDOS Natural Resin Hardening Oil No. 264 in an airtight metal container or in water, as
there is a danger of combustion caused by linseed oil content.

However, the product alone will not undergo spontaneous combustion.
